Green Lamb Curry     serves 4 

1 x tbsp oilñ1 x kg diced lamb 
1 x onion (sliced thinly) 
1/3cup (80g)green curry paste (Greggs) 
3 cups Chicken  stock 
1 2/3cups (410ml)coconut cream 
1 x capsicum ( sliced thinly) 
100 g snow peas 
425 g can whole baby corn (drained) 
2 x tbsp coriander (chopped) 

½ cup bean sprouts 
Cook lamb in batches til brown, remove. 
Cook onion & paste in pan, return lamb to 
pan, add stock. Bring to boil, reduce heat  & 
simmer, uncovered, for 1½ hrs or until lamb is 
tender. Can be made a day ahead or frozen) 
Add coconut cream, capsicum, snow peas, 
corn & coriander, stir until heated through. 
Serve with bean sprouts.

A bit of history…”We’ve always been good friends with 

the Brits, even though they like warm beer...so it may 
come as no surprise that after the First World War we had 
a lot of English ex-serviceman come to this country. This 
was years before the “ten pound Pom” by the way! 

As they became used to our COLD beer, they looked for 
the comradeship that they missed from The Great War
(1914-1919, for those of you who were away from school 
the day that they “did” World War One…) I guess that it 
was no surprise then that after the formation of the British 
Legion(@ 1922) that they should look to form a branch in 
NZ. Less of a surprise that they should look to Mr Meyer to 
make their badge however. 

The badge is made of bronze and has  the 
crossed NZ & British flags & the legend “ British 
Legion/NZ” with what may be a King’s crown 
above it.  

We show it beside the British-issue 
badge which is a little flasher, 

being enamel & silver. Maybe they didn’t have 
a lot of money or didn’t think that they would 
stay long...Not a common item & The Archivist 
has only seen two of these, plus the fact that the British 
Legion in the UK has no records of it’s existence. If you 
find another, let me know!
