Chances are that if your family or extended family had a relative
who was one of the 14,720 NZers who landed on the Gallipoli
Peninsula from Aril to December 1915, you might still have one
of these little pins lying in a draw, a box or elsewhere.

A total of 2,721 never survived to wear one of these pins and
3/1136 Alfred Douglas Dibley (deceased, at the age of 102 in
1998) was the last surviving man probably to wear one.

The badge of the Gallipoli Assn was probably made by many
different makers and Theo Meyer (Badgemakers) attempt can
be seen on the left, silver and red, white and blue enamel. The
