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Aussie Lost Again! 

Congratulations must go to the NZ Grid Iron team, winning the “Oceania Bowl” 
against Australia in Aussie. The first competition was in 2003. It’s taken 5years of 
hard slog for the Kiwi boys to win back the trophy. Good on you Leroy...all good 
things come to those who are patient. The Aussies were so confident of winning they 
even engraved the trophy with their name!! 
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The Battle of ....Auckland??The year is 1942 and a culture 
shock is about to hit NZ with the force of an earthquake as we 
are introduced to Glenn Miller, coffee and chewing gum but 
not necessarily all at the same time! 

The “overpaid, oversexed and over here” (the current crisis 
rules out the first one…)and ultimately this led to conflict 
between Uncle Sam and his hosts and even the older and 
newer drafts of US soldiers. Clashes took place in Wellington

We can therefore guess that Mr 
Meyer was approached by the 
USJPB (United States Joint 
Purchasing Board) to produce a 
medal to commemorate one of 
these earlier “battles” he was 
happy to oblige.

So there we have it: a silver medal 
about 32mm in diameter with a “lady” 
in a shortish skirt .(if you study the 
design, had Mr Meyer ever seen 
one??),some bars of music, a wine 
glass and bottle, a beer bottle and 
glass and the date  ~13 Sept 1945~ 
on the reverse. 
Undoubtedly one of the rarer medals 
issued here and most would be back 
in the USA or been melted down on  

 the grounds of good taste…
